On Friday, December 2nd and Saturday, December 3rd, Barnes & Noble will donate from 15% to 

25% of every sale made (percentage to be based on total purchases) with Love Your Library vouchers at 

Connecticut and select out-of-state store locations to Connecticut's libraries. Vouchers are available 

online at http://www.loveyourlibrary.com. There are also links to the vouchers from websites for the 

Connecticut Library Consortium (http://www.ctlibrarians.org/), iCONN – Connecticut’s Digital Library 

(http://www.iconn.org/LYL/index.htm), Connecticut Library Association (http://cla.uconn.edu/) and 

WebJunction CT (http://ct.webjunction.org/do/Home), as well as at local libraries’ websites and in hard 

copy at public libraries throughout the state. 

The Love Your Library event helps Connecticut libraries in several ways. First, a percentage of Love 

Your Library sales will underwrite iCONN -- aka, the Connecticut Digital Library. This set of core online 

resources, including research databases, ebooks, and an online catalog with interlibrary loan 

functionality, are available to all Connecticut residents and to all public, school, and academic libraries in 

the state. Second, libraries in Barnes & Noble towns will be able to create “wish lists” for items to enhance 

their own library collections. Patrons of the Barnes and Noble stores may choose items from in-store 

“wish list” displays to purchase for their local libraries.  Other library-sponsored events and programs will  
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be held at local Barnes & Nobles on Love Your Library days, giving you many opportunities to support 

Connecticut’s libraries.

The Love Your Library program is not applicable to purchases made through 

barnesandnoble.com or at in-store coffee shops.   

The Love Your Library event is based on a similar statewide fundraising effort held in New Jersey in 

September. Massachusetts and New Hampshire are holding similar statewide library fundraising events 

this December, as well.
