Specific Resources by Topic  

Health & Wellness Resource Center and 
Health & Wellness Resource Center Academic 
Find reliable consumer and alternative health information from 
journals, magazines and newspapers. Also has videos, a  
medical dictionary, encyclopedias and other reference titles. 

U.S. History In Context  
Covering U.S. history from colonial times to the present, this is an 
integrated collection of articles from journals, magazines and 
newspapers; reference works; primary source documents;  
timelines; historical maps and atlases, and audio and video clips 
of historic speeches and events. A diverse, electronic  
multidimensional collection of uniquely combined current full-text 
periodicals, multimedia reference articles and overviews and 
facsimiles of historic documents. 

Science In Context  
Thousands of articles from full-text academic journals, science-
related magazines and newspapers, multimedia records  
including pictures, illustrations, and audio and video clips are 
included. Subjects covered include biology, chemistry, physics, 
earth science, math, environmental science, life science,  
medicine, space science, computer science, technology, history 
of science, science and society, science as inquiry,  
science-related biographies and more. 

CINAHL Index  
Indexing for 2,960 journals from the fields of nursing and allied 
health.  CINAHL covers nursing, biomedicine, health sciences 
librarianship, alternative/complementary medicine, consumer 
health and 17 allied health disciplines.  

LegalTrac 
Provides articles from over 100 publications reviewed by the 
American Association of Law Libraries, including the Yale Law 
Journal, the Supreme Court Review and the Harvard Journal of 
Law and Policy, and consolidates all of Thomson Gale’s legal 
information into one database.   

WorldCat Library Catalog 
Search all at once — 10,000+ library catalogs with over 1 billion 
items from around the world, then locate an item of interest in a 
nearby library.  Search for books, music CDs, and videos.  

World History In Context 
Extensive coverage of the 20th century, and also covers the An-
cient Mediterranean, Ancient Near East and Asia as well as the 
Middle Ages, the Renaissance, the modern Middle East and 
Latin America. Moves chronologically from antiquity to the  
present and geographically around the globe, the events that 
define, inform and shape world history are covered with a sense 
of balance. This is an intergrated collection of articles from  
journals, magazines and newspapers; reference works; primary 
sources; a graphical timeline, research guide, historical maps 
and images.

Find Books, DVDs and more in  
Connecticut Libraries (reQuest)   
Statewide Library Catalog (reQuest): Search all 400+ Conn.  
library catalogs at once; place interlibrary loan orders for items 
owned by other libraries (if your home library offers this service 
through reQuest), and track their status. 
Statewide Magazine Catalog: Search for publication titles to see 
what libraries subscribe to them. Link from the  
Magazine Catalog to articles in InfoTrac OneFile.  

Downloadable Audiobooks  
Over 2100 digital audiobook titles from Ingram Digital Group  
targeted to schools but available to all. Titles can be downloaded 
to PCs or Macs using the free plugin called the Ingram Media  
Manager. From your computer, you can then transfer titles to 
iPods and certain MP3 players for limited times. Two checkouts 
and 3 holds are allowed at one time.  

Virtual Reference Collection  
Search the contents of more than 60 online reference books in 
arts, biography, health, history, law, literature, religion, science, 
health, history and social science online reference books. 

Connecticut Digital Collections 
Connecticut History Online (CHO) - a collection of over 15,000 
digital primary sources.
