On October 27, iCONN unveiled its new start page, featuring a Find Articles search box that
searches and presents results in Gale’s PowerSearch interface, and a Find Books search box that
searches the reQuest statewide library catalog. With Find Books, etc. you can limit your search
upfront to a particular format and search index and also initiate your ILL tracking through the
Request Tracking link. Other database and resource links can be found on the bulleted list to the

left of the search boxes.

BUDGET HOLDBACKS / DATABASE CUTS

The final FY 2010 state budget restored full
appropriations for all library programs, but
contained bottom line adjustments to General
Fund appropriations of over $473 million
which resulted in a significant number of hold-
backs to agency-specific appropriations.

While these are not technically reductions in
appropriation, we will not be given these
amounts in our allocation. These holdbacks
include:

¢ 1CONN: reduction of $461,722 - from
$1,968,794 to $1,507,072

¢ reQuest: reduction of $181,437 - from
$674,696 to $493,259

Due to these holdbacks we have reduced cur-

rent expenses in iCONN by cutting some of the

databases.
