•	 a searchable institutional database, provid-
ing detailed ILL policy information; and 

•	 a blank ILL request form which patrons can 
use to request items not found in reQuest. 

The institutional database contains detailed 
ILL policy and contact information both for par-
ticipating and non-participating libraries.  Par-
ticipating libraries can use the system to 
Update their information directly.  Non-
participating libraries can add or update their 
information through iCONN staff.  It is recom-
mended that all libraries be represented, so 
that patrons who click on the library holding link 
will get complete information.
