Alaska and Oil

Level: Elementary School

Task: As part of a science unit on environments, students are exploring the question of what impact natural or man-
made disasters have on different environments. Small groups of students are assigned specific United States
environments and an actual disaster that impacted the area. Each small group will prepare a report on the disaster
and its impact on the environment. All reports will be combined into a class book that will be placed in the library
media center. One group of students has been assigned the topic of Alaska and oil spills.

Research Question: Oil and the environment — can they get along? Exploring the impact of oil in Alaska.
